My fellow Piedmont Railroaders, it has been an interesting
few months. The longest day of the yediast approaching. The Executive Board continues to
monitor the coronavirus situation as we anxiously await the reopening of our Waystation. We
hope that you all are staying safe and following the recommended Center for Disease Control
and Prevention (CDQuidelines. The governor of Virginia issued a new state executive order
mandating mouth coverings and masks when in public spaces.

Sadly,Mike's Train House, otherwise known as M.T.H. is going out of business. The
owner is retiring and selling the business. We hope that another business will step in to continue
providing quality trains to the -Qauge market.

The quarantine has provided us members of the railroad hobby the opportunity to dust off
uncompleted projects, or start ones we've never had time for previously. Jim anddoawityr
bought two miniature live steam boilers and steam engines through a friend. Jim is thinking of
making a steam boat. David would like to use his boiler and engines as the basis feclis G
model of Jim's replica 1880s steam inspection rail car.

Speaking of steam, thiad steamboat is making strides. Jim and David did some
floatation tests on the original boiler and the results were very revealing. The boiler proved to be
too far forward towards the bow and too high above the water line, fitakéng the boat
unstable. Fortunately, they were given another boiler to use, which serendipitously was used with
the steam engine that is mounted in the boat now.

After thoroughly cleaning and flushing out the boiler, they diydrostatiqpressuredst
to 150 psi (pounds per square inch) to ensure the boiler was in good structural condition and it
passed. They swapped the two boilers, and set out to do another floatation test. The results were
very promising. The boat while tipsy, was very stablepewhen Jim and David tried to capsize
it! Now the boiler awaits new tubes and plumbing before being permanently installed.

What are you are you working on? We want to hear about it! Until next time, keep that
fire hot!
