The Cedar Rapids and Iowa
City Railway (CRANDIC)
bridge spanning the Cedar
River collapsed at 9:43 a.m.
on Thursday, June 12. Three
of the bridges four steel
spans were swept into the
river along with 15 CRANDIC
rail cars loaded with rock. No
injuries were associated with
the collapse.

The 793 ft. bridge, built in
1903, was used daily to
connect CRANDIC with other
railroads and local industries.
The bridge handled
approximately 20,000
carloads per year.

Damage will be assessed as
the water recedes, and plans
to rebuild are under
evaluation. CRANDIC  will
work with other rail carriers
to meet customer needs in
the days and weeks ahead.

Editor 6s INead an
several websites that the rail
cars loaded with rock were
used to weigh down the
bridge to keep the decking
from washing away. It is
common practice in flooding
type situations. I have seen
photos of the same
technique at the museum for
the Durango to Silverton
Railroad in Colorado.

In this case the river rose
much higher than expected
and the cars did not help.

The Quaker Oats bridge at
the other end of the town
also used this technique
using grain not rock and it
was successful in saving that
bridge.

I am very honored that you would select my
turntable as the structure of the month and I will tell
you what I can about it. First off, it is warped. No,
it didn't warp from being in my basement, I built it
that way. No, not on purpose, but that is how most
of my projects turn out.

I had intended to put a wye in my layout but found
out after getting it built I didn't have the room for it
using 1600 radius curves, so I had to build a
turntable. I only had two locos at that time, an LG5
mogul and a Leaman Porter, so I decided 26 inches
would be long enough, and I didn't really didn't plan
on using it anyway, as my mogul ran a lot better
one way than it did the other so I always had it

headed in the same direction.

I started out by cutting 2-1 X 3 boards that length and then I
trimmed off the ends so it would look like there was a place
for some rollers under there. I glued those boards together
with a couple of other short pieces of 1 X 3. I then glued
some 1/8 inch plastic angle that I had around the edges of
the boards and some up and down to look like bracing. Next
I cut the track to size but put in some more ties I took off of
some old LGB 1500 track I had so the ties would be closer
together. You can't see that as I put planking on top of the
table.

The wiring is really high tech, I put the track on the top of
the main box structure I had made and soldered two wires to
the rails. I then put a small piece of pipe in the center of the
table for an axle for it to turn on. I ran the wires through
the pipe and hooked them up to a switch box I'd found at a
junk store which had dpdt switch in it. I cut a circle out of
my plywood train table and lowered that with some fancy
carpenter work, in fact it so fancy I don't remember how it
did it. I lined the circle of the pit with strips (of wood) laid
vertically. I put in some old Lione/ O-27 rails around the pit
and put a piece of tin on the table so it kind of rides on it. I
covered the bottom of the pit with some cinder ballast I had,
and sprayed it with glue to hold it in place. I now only have
diesel power so don't need to turn them that much anyway,
but I can fit my Aristo motor car on it. I check the wires
every once and while to make sure they aren't twisted too
badly.

Boy, I still can't figure out how that darn thing got warped.
Thanks again for the honor. Old Dave Dunn
